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“Direction and Control of the Search Function” is a 5-day, 40-hour course with trained,
professional, and experienced instructors. The course is directed toward search and
rescue coordinators, their alternates, team leaders and others having those
responsibilities. This course format is designed to facilitate both full-time as well as
volunteer SAR Management personnel, itincludes the NASAR “Fundamentals of
Search and Rescue” (provided), and the most revised and updated course
curriculum. Course objectives include:
