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Job Seekers Invited to Jail Job Fair and Facility Tour on Sept. 15

Nevada City, CA — The Nevada County Sheriff’s Office (NCSO) is actively recruiting for correctional
officers to work at Wayne Brown Correctional Facility, the county’s primary jail. Those considering a
career in corrections or law enforcement are invited to join jail staff on Monday, Sept. 15 for a jail tour,
and a questions and answers session. Women are strongly encouraged to attend the tour and apply for
open positions as NCSO is mandated to have women staff available to assist and aid incarcerated
women (see BSCC CA Title 15 Minimum Standards).

Due to the sensitive nature of jail operations, advance tour registration is required and subject to
approval. To get started, interested parties are invited to submit their pre-tour registration form online
at https://tinyurl.com/WayneBrown. After submitting the pre-tour registration, staff will contact tour
participants via email to complete their registration, which includes identity verification (valid driver’s
license) and a tour waiver form. The entire registration process takes less than five minutes to complete.

Time: 6 — 7 p.m. (check in between 5:30 - 5:45 p.m. in the jail lobby; late participants will not be
admitted).

What to expect: A behind-the-scenes tour of the jail with an opportunity to ask questions about
jail work.

What to bring: A valid ID only. Personal items, such as phones, bags, purses, etc. are not
permitted on the tour but may be stored in a locker provided onsite. Photography, videography
and audio recordings are strictly prohibited.

Who should attend: Anyone age 18 and older who is considering a career in corrections or law
enforcement.

Registration required: Fill out the pre-tour registration form, available online at
https://tinyurl.com/WayneBrown.
